This Environmental Protection Plan (EPP) was prepared by Parsons Environment for visitors that only walk and drive on existing established work areas (i.e. Faro and Vangorda sites, Grum Camp, Tse Zul Camp, etc.), paths and roads. The EPP is to outline potential environmental risks associated with the visitors walking and driving at the Faro Mine Complex (FMC), and measures to mitigate the identified environmental risks.

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1. [bookmark: _Toc199258431]INTRODUCTION AND PURPOSE
The purpose of the Environmental Protection Plan (EPP) is to ensure adherence to the Faro Mine Remediation Project (FMRP) Environmental Management Plans (EMPs) prepared by the Crown-Indigenous Relations and Northern Affairs Canada (CIRNAC) and updated in October 2024. The EMPs ensure that the activities are being developed in accordance with federal and territorial regulations and legislation. 
This EPP has been created for visitors that only walk and drive on existing established work areas (i.e. Faro and Vangorda sites, Grum Camp, Tse Zul Camp, etc.), paths and roads of the Faro Mine Complex (FMC), hereinafter referred as the “Visitors”. Parsons has been retained by the Team Canada (PSPC & CIRNAC) to manage the Faro Mine Remediation Project at the FMC and act as the Main Construction Manager (MCM).
The purpose of this EPP is to describe the environmental protection measures that will be implemented by the Visitors during the general site visit. The content of the EPP is based the environmental sensitivities and environmental protection requirements described in the EMPs. 
As part of the EPP, the Visitors are committed to:
Implementing environmental protection measures identified within this EPP. 
Training and educating crews to be aware of environmental sensitivities and how to best implement protection and mitigation measures.
Communicating with the MCM and Parsons Environment related to the environmental protection measures at the site about any issues or concerns.
Correcting deficiencies identified by the Visitor and/or Parsons Environment in a timely manner.

The Visitors will implement the orientation and training procedures listed below.
The Visitors will ensure that they are properly introduced and instructed on the procedures established by the project's Environmental Protection Plan (EPP).
Each Visitor will be required to complete the EPP orientation prior to commencement of the field activities.
Environmental protection issues will be discussed at daily toolbox meetings. 
All Visitors are aware of the emergency reporting procedure as it relates to environmental protection, erosion and sediment control, and spill response.

4.1. [bookmark: _Toc199258435]Purpose of Site Visit
This EPP only applies to the Visitors that only walk and drive on existing established work areas (i.e. Faro and Vangorda sites, Grum Camp, Tse Zul Camp, etc.), paths and roads. 
If scope of a site visit is beyond what is described above, a Project-Specific EPP is required to submit to Parsons Environment for review and acceptance prior to commencing the work.

The work area is strictly limited to existing established work areas (i.e. Faro and Vangorda sites, Grum Camp, Tse Zul Camp, etc.), paths and roads.

The site visit is scheduled during the regular FMC operating hours from 6 am to 6 pm, seven (7) days a week throughout the year. If the site visit is scheduled outside the regular operating hours, a request should be submitted to the Mine Manager for approval in advance.

In order to meet the requirements of the EMPs and other relevant regulations, the following environmental risks have been identified according to the scope of work. The mitigation measures to the identified environmental risks are listed in the following sub-sections. 
5.1. [bookmark: _Toc199258440]Fish Habitat Protection and Water Quality Management Plan 
This subplan is considered not applicable to the scope of work as the Visitors are only driving and walking on existing established work areas, paths and roads at the FMC, and will not conduct work on site which may directly or indirectly impact aquatic life at the FMC.
5.2. [bookmark: _Toc199258441]Dust Management Plan
This subplan is considered not applicable to the scope of work as the Visitors are only driving and walking on existing established work areas, paths and roads at the FMC.
It should be noted that all dust events must be reported to the Security immediately. 
Below lists environmental risks and mitigation measures to suppress and/or control the site visit at the FMC:  
Obey posted speed limits within the FMS.
Reduce speed and travel around site if dust from vehicles appears excessively.
Report all tailings dusting events to security. 
5.3. [bookmark: _Toc199258442]Geochemical Monitoring Plan
This subplan is considered not applicable to the scope of work as the Visitors are only driving and walking on existing established work areas, paths and roads at the FMC.
5.4. [bookmark: _Toc199258443]Heritage Resources Management Plan
This subplan is considered not applicable to the scope of work as the Visitors are only driving and walking on existing established work areas, paths and roads at the FMC. 
However, the Visitors shall understand if a Heritage Resource is found by chance (chance find), during site work, the following procedure is to be followed:
All work in the immediate area will cease. 
Radio communications will be used to ensure that the work stoppage is communicated immediately to other site personnel. 
The Heritage Resource will be left in place, and the area of the find will be protected from further impacts by flagging and providing signage around the buffer area, this may be completed by the Visitor who identified the chance find and/or the Parsons Environment.

This subplan is considered not applicable to the scope of work as the Visitors are only driving and walking on existing established work areas, paths and roads at the FMC.
5.6. [bookmark: _Toc199258445]Revegetation Plan
This subplan is considered not applicable to the scope of work as the Visitors are only driving and walking on existing established work areas, paths and roads at the FMC.
5.7. [bookmark: _Toc199258446]Sediment and Erosion Control Plan
This subplan is considered not applicable to the scope of work as the Visitors are only driving and walking on existing established work areas, paths and roads at the FMC.
5.8. [bookmark: _Toc199258447]Spill Prevention and Response Plan
This subplan is considered applicable to the scope of work. Environmental risks and mitigation measures are summarized in the subsections below.  
The likelihood of a spill is minimal as the Visitors are only driving and walking on existing established work areas, paths and roads at the FMC. A spill kit will be stocked and kept in the vehicle the Visitor drive at the FMC.

Fueling will occur at the designated fueling area (i.e. main fuel station). Request to fuel outside the designated fueling area will be submitted to Parsons Environment for review and approval at least 3 days in advance. 
5.8.2. [bookmark: _Toc199258449]Spill Response
In the event of a hazardous liquid spill or release, all equipment operation is to stop in the work area. The Parsons Environment will be immediately notified of all spills. Spill pads and absorbent material will be utilized to clean / collect the spill. Basic spill response materials are contained in the spill kit in the vehicle. Inventory will be monitored and re-stocked as required by the Visitors during the Project. 
Any soil impacted by the spill is to be excavated and disposed of off-site at a licensed facility by the Visitor and/or Visitor’s company. A copy of the manifests will be provided to the Parsons Environment at the end of the site visit, or in a reasonable timeframe after the material is disposed off.  
All spills will be documented using an Initial Incident Notification Report, and a Spill Clean-Up Checklist will be filled out and verified by Parsons Environment. Templates of the Initial Incident Notification Report and Spill Clean-Up Checklist are available upon request.

This subplan is considered not applicable to the scope of as the Visitors are only driving and walking on existing established work areas, paths and roads at the FMC, and will not conduct work that creates unusual amounts of waste.
All domestic waste (including food waste and garbage) will be transported offsite and disposed of in the Town of Faro municipal dump. Recyclables will be placed in recycling bins located at the guardhouse or transported and recycled offsite.
All waste transportation will be completed in compliance of the Transportation of Dangerous Goods Regulations, Yukon regulation, the EMP and this EPP. The Parsons Environment will be consulted if Special wastes are generated and needs to be disposed of during the project.
5.10. [bookmark: _Toc199258451]Wildlife and Wildlife Habitat Management Plan
This subplan is considered not applicable to the scope of work as the Visitors are only driving and walking on existing established work areas, paths and roads at the FMC, and will not conduct work on site which may cause adverse effects on wildlife and wildlife habitat at the Faro Mine Site.
Below lists environmental risks and mitigation measures to eliminate the impact of wildlife and wildlife habitat at the FMS: 
Immediate on-site communication of wildlife sightings to security.
Immediately reporting collisions observed along any access road. 
Providing right-of-way to wildlife (e.g., if wildlife is encountered on a road, the driver will stay as far back as possible and will wait for the wildlife to cross the road). 
Prohibition against harassing, approaching, and feeding wildlife. 
Adjusting the speed limit in accordance with conditions (e.g., wildlife use of road).
